M/W's commonly conduct maintenance on other equipment such as Board Edgers after shift wherein they are also on a ladder in a conveyor - have a look at what other pieces of equipment may also be maintained similarily!
A written Lock Out procedure is required for these types of events.

above grade. This ladder was secured against the interior wall of the waste conveyor. The employer reported that the waste conveyor drive unit was locked out, however no lock-out was done on the waste
