DESCRIPTION OF INCIDENT 
A worker was operating a loader that abruptly stopped when the machine forks struck a set of railway tracks. The worker received a head laceration when the worker lurched forward in the seat and struck the windshield. In response to this incident the worker advised the supervisor that the blood that was inside the cab interior could be contaminated with a blood borne pathogen. The supervisor, a first aid attendant, two mechanics, and three coworkers that operate the loader involved in the

incident were potentially exposed to a blood borne pathogen as the loader was returned to service without proper removal of the blood from the interior of the machine.
