DESCRIPTION OF INCIDENT 
A welding contractor was walking through the basement of the mill when he observed a jam-up on a wood chip conveyor belt. As he was clearing the jam-up on the running belt with a pike pole, the tip of the pole was caught by the belt and rapidly advanced toward the worker. The other end of the pike pole became jammed under an overhead catwalk, pinning the worker against a nearby structure with the pole across his neck. The conveyor motor tripped out but the worker was unable to free himself. He was pinned in this position for approximately 15 minutes until he was able to contact his wife by cell phone who then contacted the mill who rescued the worker.
